Course Structure

This course is structured to ensure that
students receive adequate training in
AVI50419 Diploma of Aviation (Flight
Instructor). This course includes 8 weeks of
classroom-based training of 35 hours per
week face-to-face delivery. Students are
required to conduct some learning away
from the flying school for at least 5 hours per
week.

The qualification is made up of 17 units of
competency which consists of 12 core units
and 5 elective units.

Units are chosen by Fly Oz are based on
industry requirements to align with CASA
flying licencing requirements.
